Ascension
Celebrated this year May 17

Jesus did not live with his disciples after his
resurrection as he had before his death. Filled with the
glory of his divinity, he appeared at different times and
places to his people, assuring them that it was he, truly
alive in his risen and glorified body.

To them he presented himself alive after his passion
by many proofs, appearing to them during forty days, and
speaking of the Kingdom of God (Acts 1:3).

It should be noted that the time span of forty days is
used many times in the Bible and signifies a temporal
period of completeness and sufficiency (Gen 7:17; Ex
16:35, 24:18; Judg 3:11; 1 Sam 17:16; 1 Kg 19:8; Jon
3:4; Mt 4:2).

On the fortieth day after his passover, Jesus ascended
into heaven to be glorified on the right hand of God (Acts 1:9-11; Mk 16:19; Lk 24:51). The
ascension of Christ is his final physical departure from this world after the resurrection. It is the
formal completion of his mission in this world as the Messianic Saviour. It is his glorious return to
the Father who had sent him into the world to accomplish the work that he had given him to do
(Jn 17:4-5). '

... and lifting his hands he blessed them. While blessing them, he parted from them and was
carried up into heaven. And they returned to Jerusalem with great joy. ... (Lk 24:51-52).

The Church's celebration of the ascension, as all such festal celebrations, is not merely the
remembrance of an event in Christ's life. Indeed, the ascension itself is not to be understood as
though it were simply the supernatural event of a man floating up and away into the skies. The
holy scripture stresses Christ's physical departure and his glorification with God the Father,
together with the great joy which his disciples had as they received the promise of the Holy Spirit
who was to come to assure the Lord's presence with them, enabling them to be his witnesses to
the ends of earth (Lk 24:48-53; Acts 1:8-11; Mt 28:20; Mk 16:16-14).

In the Church the believers in Christ celebrate these very same realities with the conviction that
it is for them and for all men that Christ's departure from this world has taken place. The Lord
leaves in order to be glorified with God the Father and to glorify us with himself. He goes in order
to "prepare a place" for and to take us also into the blessedness of God s presence. He goes to
open the way for all flesh into the "heavenly sanctuary ... the Holy Place not made by hands" (see
Hebrews 8-10). He goes in order send the Holy Spirit, who proceeds from the Father to bear
witness to him and his gospel in the world, making him powerfuily present in the lives of disciples.

The liturgical hymns of the feast of the Ascension sing of all of these things. The antiphonal
verses of the Divine Liturgy are taken from Psalms 47, 48, and 49. The troparion of the feast
which is sung at the small entrance is also used as the post-communion hymn.

Thou hast ascended in glory O Christ our God, granting joy to Thy disciples by the promise of
the Holy Spirit. Through the blessing they were assured that Thou art the Son of God, the Re-
deemer of the world! (Troparion).

When Thou didst fulfill the dispensation for our sake, and didst unite earth to heaven, Thou
didst ascend in glory, 0 Christ our God, not being parted from those who love Thee, but remaining
with them and crying: | am with you and no one will be against you! (Kontakion).




Pentecost—The Descent of the Holy Spirit
Celebrated this year May 27

In the Old Testament Pentecost was the feast
which occurred fifty days after Passover. As the
passover feast celebrated the exodus of the
Israelites from the slavery of Egypt, so Pentecost
celebrated God's gift of the ten commandments
to Moses on Mount Sinai.

In the new covenant of the Messiah, the
passover event takes on its new meaning as the
celebration of Christ's death and resurrection,
the "exodus" of men from this sinful world to the
Kingdom of God. And in the New Testament as
well, the pentecostal feast is fulfilled and made
new by the coming of the "new law," the descent
of the Holy Spirit upon the disciples of Christ.

When the day of Pentecost had come they
were all together in one place. And suddenly a
sound came from heaven like the rush of a
mighty wind, and it filled all the house where they
were sitting. And there appeared to them tongues as of fire, distributed as resting upon each
one of them. And they were all filled with the Holy Spirit ... (Acts 2:1-4).

The Holy Spirit that Christ had promised to his disciples came on the day of Pentecost (Jn
14:26, 15:26; Lk 24:49; Acts 1:5). The apostles received "the power from on high," and they
began to preach and bear witness to Jesus as the risen Christ, the King and the Lord. This mo-
ment has traditionally been called the birthday of the Church.

in the liturgical services of the feast of Pentecost, the coming of the Holy Spirit is celebrated
together with the full revelation of the divine Trinity: Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. The fulness of
the Godhead is manifested with the Spirit's coming to man, and the Church hymns celebrate
this manifestation as the final act of God's self-disclosure and self-donation to the world of His
creation. For this reason Pentecost Sunday is also called Trinity Day in the Orthodox tradition.
Often on this day the icon of the Holy Trinity -- particularly that of the three angelic figures who
appeared to Abraham, the forefather of the Christian faith - is placed in the center of the
church. This icon is used with the traditional pentecostal icon which shows the tongues of fire
hovering over Mary and the Twelve Apostles, the original prototype of the Church, who are
themselves sitting in unity surrounding a symbolic image of "cosmos," the world.

On Pentecost we have the final fulfillment of the mission of Jesus Christ and the first
beginning of the messianic age of the Kingdom of God mystically present in this world in the
Church of the Messiah. For this reason the fiftieth day stands as the beginning of the era which
is beyond the limitations of this world, fifty being that number which stands for eternal and hea-
venly fulfillment in Jewish and Christian mystical piety: seven times seven, plus one.

Thus, Pentecost is called an apocalyptic day, which means the day of final revelation. It is
also called an eschatological day, which means the day of the final and perfect end (in Greek
eschaton> means the end). For when the Messiah comes and the Lord's Day is at hand, the



"last days" are inaugurated in which "God declares: ... | will pour cut my Spirit upon all flesh."
This is the ancient prophecy to which the Apostle Peter refers in the first sermon of the Chris-
tian Church which was preached on the first Sunday of Pentecost (Acts 2: 1 7; Joel 2: 28-32).

Once again it must be noted that the feast of Pentecost is not simply the celebration of an
event which took place centuries ago. It is the celebration of what must happen and does
happen to us in the Church today. We all have died and risen with the Messiah-King, and we
all have received his Most Holy Spirit. We are the "temples of the Holy Spirit." God's Spirit
dwells in us (Rom 8; 1 Cor 2-3, 12; 2 Cor 3; Gal 5; Eph 2-3). We, by our own membership in
the Church, have received "the seal of the gift of the Holy Spirit" in the sacrament of
chrismation. Pentecost has happened to us.

The Divine Liturgy of Pentecost recalls our baptism into Christ with the verse from Galatians
(As many as have been baptized into Christ have put on Christ) again replacing the Thrice-
Holy Hymn. Special verses from the psalms also replace the usual antiphonal psalms of the lit-
urgy. The epistle and gospel readings tell of the Spirit's coming to men. The kontakion sings of
the reversal of Babel as God unites the nations into the unity of his Spirit. The troparion
proclaims the gathering of the whole universe into God's net through the work of the inspired
apostles. The hymns "0 Heavenly King" and "We have seen the True Light" are sung for the
first time since Easter, calling the Holy Spirit to "come and abide in us", and proclaiming that
"we have received the heavenly Spirit." The church building is decorated with flowers and the
green leaves of the summer to show that God's divine Breath comes to renew all creation as
the "life-creating Spirit." In Hebrew the word for Spirit, breath and wind is the same word, ruah.

Blessed art Thou, O Christ our God, who hast revealed the fishermen as most wise by
sending down upon them the Holy Spirit: through them Thou didst draw the world into Thy net.
0 Lover of Man, Glory to Thee (Troparion).

When the Most High came down and confused the tongues, he divided the nations. But
when he distributed the tongues of fire, he called all to unity. Therefore, with one voice, we
glorify the All-Holy Spirit! (Kontakion)

The Great Vespers of Pentecost evening [usually served immediately following the Divine
Liturgy] features three long prayers at which the faithful kneel for the first time since Easter.
The Monday after Pentecost is the feast of the Holy Spirit in the Orthodox Church, and the
Sunday after Pentecost is the feast of All Saints. This is the logical liturgical sequence since the
coming of the Holy Spirit is fulfilled in men by their becoming saints, and this is the very
purpose of the creation and salvation of the world. "Thus says the Lord: Consecrate yourselves
therefore, and be holy, for | your God am holy" (Lev 11:44-45, 1 Pet 1:15-16).

Honor Your Father and Your Mother

""Honor your father and your mother, that your days may he long in the land which the
Lord your God gives you. " (Exod. 20:12)

The word Commandment tends to have a restricting, unpleasant connotation: someone
in authority made an arbitrary rule that is seen as being negative or unreasonable. The
Ten Commandments which God gave Moses have been parodied as "taking all the fun
out of life." This however is the opposite of what the Bible tells us was God's intention:
the purpose of the commandments is precisely to give life, not take away from it. In
reality, they are not arbitrary at all. Rather they work like a good recipe: if you follow
these directions precisely, you will end up 'with a delicious, desirable outcome. If you do
not, you will hurt yourself-and possibly others as well. The Commandments free us to
live fully here on earth, and prepare us for eternal life. The fifth commandment is
particularly interesting in this regard, because it is the only one of the ten to have its
reward included right in its verse: "That your days may be long in the land which the
Lord your God gives you."

In turning to Scripture for a deeper understanding of what it means to honor our
parents, we quickly find answers in the life of Christ Himself,

His Father

The only name Jesus called His Father was Abba, or "Daddy." Theirs was a
relationship of intimacy. Jesus never saw Himself as a disconnected individual but
always referred to His Father: "He who sees Me, sees My Father" (Jn 14:9); "He who
hates Me, hates My Father also" (15:23), He learns from His Father: "As the Father has
loved Me, so I have loved you" (v.9). He shared the Father's wisdom with His followers:
"All that I have heard from My Father I have made known to you" (v 15). Jesus sought
throughout His life to do His Father's will-They worked together: "Every branch of Mine
that bears no fruit, He takes away, and every branch that does bear fruit He prunes that it
may bear more fruit" (v.1-2). He obeyed Him: "Having accomplished the work which
You gave Me to do" (17:3). And ultimately what Jesus really wanted for us was union
with Himself and His Father: “In my Father's house are many rooms; if it were not so,
would I have told you that I go to prepare a place for you? ...In that day you will know
that I am in my Father, and you in Me, and I in you" (Jn. 14:2,20).

His Mother and Foster Father

Jesus spent the first thirty years of His life living what was to all outward appearances
a normal family life. He was obedient to Mary and Joseph-even when they did not
understand Him. As a boy, when He explained to His mother and foster father why He
had stayed behind teaching in the Temple, the Gospel says, "they did not understand the
saying which He spoke to them." Nevertheless, "He went down with them...and was
obedient to them" (Lk. 2:51-52).




After He began His ministry, Jesus continued to obey His mother: at the wedding in
Cana, though His "hour had not yet come" (Jn. 2:4), He yielded to His mother's
compassionate heart by coming to the aid of their friends.

Even in His agony on the Cross, His thoughts were with His mother. By now she was
old and Joseph had reposed. Without a son to care for her, she would have been destitute.
So Jesus provided for her by giving her into the caring hands of John. Nor did Jesus cease
to care for her after His death and resurrection. When it came time for Mary to die, our
icons of her Dormition show that Christ came Himself to gather her soul into eternal life.
And to this very day, she is honored above all creation, and is the most faithful and
effectual intercessor for us before the throne of her Son.

Our Imperfect Lives

Applying Christ's example to our lives might seem difficult-after all, He grew up with
a perfect heavenly Father and a mother we call "All Pure." No one else has ever had such
ideal parents! This however does not mean that Jesus led an easy life. His obedience to
the Father led to death on a cross. And we have already seen that, at least as He was
growing up, His mother did not truly understand who He was. We have all grown up with
parents who have faults — from simple character weaknesses to setious addictions,
physical and/or mental illness — or perhaps they deserted us or died when we were
young. The fifth commandment does not say we must only honor parents who are perfect.
It gives no leeway, just stating bluntly, "honor them." In fact, in Exodus we are told that
the punishment for ignoring this commandment is death (21.15, 17). How can we fulfill
this commandment in the face of difficult situations?

To honor our parents first of all means:

* to forgive them their faults, sins, and weaknesses-even as we would hope our own
children will forgive us;

* to wish for them all good things necessary for their salvation, even if we cannot now
be in an active relationship with them;

* to pray for them, and to have prayers said for them by the Church;

* to speak no evil of them, to refrain from gossiping about their sins, weaknesses, or
failures;

* to do good to them and to help them as much as is in our power to do.

Furthcr, for those who are able to communicate and be in relationship with parents, we
can seek the intimacy, respect, caring and obedience that Christ shows for His parents.
The essence of any of God's commandments is love. In offering our love and our
forgiveness to our parents, we are prepared for the reward which God has promised us:
"that our days may be long in the land which the Lord our God gives us."

From the President’s Desk: April 2007

As usual, the weeks following Great Lent are filled with activity as the church returns to
activities. This year we will have the Tammy concert the last week in April with the
guests being the Petar Krstich Choir.

This concert will be followed by our children participating in the SNF Basketball
Tournament after an absence of several decades. Head coach Dragan Lazic has the team
busily preparing for the tournament and will hopefully follow this effort in years to come.
If you can help the team make it to Indiana you will be helping to build another church
activity for youth.

The cemetery endowment fund is now at $96,000 and recently the church board
approved providing matching funds from the cemetery account of up to $17,000 for
donations received in the future. This should cut the amount of time needed to reach the
goal of $150,000.

On another note Jimmy Price has relinquished his duties at the cemetery due to his heavy
work schedule. The cemetery committee has obtained the services of a lawn mowing
company and will be looking for someone to perform the other duties Jim faithfully
carried out for the past decade plus. I would like to thank Jim for his efforts.

The Cultural Center is continuing another strong year in the holiday buffet sector of
business. For the first time since the building opened we served over 1,000 persons
(including children) for the first time since the Center opened 10 years ago. Although the
area is experiencing some economic woes we have maintained the business and have
worked diligently to maintain profitability and pay down the mortgage. We are ahead of
the mortgage payment schedule at this point and hopefully will continue this trend in the
future. The sooner we pay the mortgage, the sooner the church begins to realize financial
benefits.

We will celebrate the 10™ anniversary of the Cultural Center on May 12% with a banquet
after church. It is hard to believe that 10 years have past since the building was
completed. We have had many ups and downs during that time, but with God’s help we
have managed to progress to the point that the church now has approximately 1.1 million
dollars of equity in the building. This is a tribute to those who have served on our behalf
on the SACC and HRC boards.

Rich Jenikovsky is looking for volunteers for spring cleaning at the church including
cleaning the kitchen in our lyceum and other tasks to spruce up the church.

The Men’s Club will celebrate its slava on May 5 at the picnic grounds and will begin
preparations for another chicken season. Sretna Slava in advance!

.Subject: Matching Funds for Future Cemetery Endowment Fund Contributions

It has been nearly a year since the Cemetery Endowment Fund was established. We are
pleased to report that the accumulated contributions and interest now amount to $96,000. (64%
of our goal). However; contributions have stabilized and tapered off such that, with accumulating
interest, we would meet our goal of $150,000, when earnings could begin to be used, in about 5
years.

The Church currently has another $56,000 in its other existing cemetery accounts. This
includes previous donations and money from harvested timber. It would be tempting to exploit
these funds to bring the Endowment Fund to the threshold level where its earnings can begin to
be used. However, prudent management realizes that such action should not be taken hastily. A
separate and more liquid cemetery contingency fund will continue to be necessary to cover larger
expenditures and emergencies. ' ’ ’

In keeping with the conservative management of the Cemetery operations, the cemetery
committee has proposed, and the Church Board has agreed, to a matching funds incentive plan to
stimulate continuing donations, without over-depleting the existing Cemetery Fund. In simple
terms, for every dollar donated to the Endowment Fund, the Church will provide matching funds
from the existing Cemetery accounts, up to a total of $17,000, the amount realized from timber
sales. This will in essence double the value of your donation to the Endowment fund. With this
initiative, we would hopefully be able to activate the Perpetual Care aspect of the Cemetery
Endowment Fund in about 2 years. ' '

We encourage all those with a stake and interest in our Church Cemetery to take advantage of
this matching funds program to help ensure the long-term well-being of our Cemetery.

Your previous and future contributions to this important initiative are greatly appreciated.

Holy Resurrection Serbian Eastern Orthodox Church Wellness Program

Gospel of St. Matthew, 25:40 “ The King will answer them, ‘Truly, I say to you, as you
did it to one of these my brethren, you did it to me.””

The main purpose for this program is health and wellness education for the mind, body and spirit.
During the past 7, now going on 8 years we have heard the importance of prevention.
We have been encouraged to get our flu shots each year and also be tested annually for colon-rectal cancer.
We had information regarding blood pressures and reviews of some of the medication taken for elevations.

Church members can have their Blood Pressures checked using the donated equipment in the Wellness Corner anytime and
during the monthly screening after Divine Liturgy.

We were reminded about the avoidance of grapefruit when taking most blood pressure medication.
Church members can check their blood sugars using the donated equipment in the Wellness Corner.

Most recently there has been information that has conie forward about Thyroid medication and taking soy products and also
estrogen type medications within 8 hours of Thyroid medicine, which stops the function of the Thyroid medication.

We have reviewed Diabetes and the new information, that being regulated, regular food can be eaten.
We have discussed some causes of fainting and the things to help someone who has fainted.

The wellness corner in the Lyceum has been established and has booklets related to Orthodox topics, quarterly issues of the
Again magazine, quarterly issues of the woman’s Handmaiden magazine and also booklets to help in many situations.

Health related information is also posted on the bulletin board in this area.

Tai Chi classes, Pedometers and the Wheelmg Walks program were presented to members of the congregatnon to help with
exercise type activities to get us motivated.
Visitors” Welcome packets are assembled and placed in each pew before each service.

A Wellness visitation committee was formed and its members go to the local convalesant homes and to the local hospitals
visiting with Church members. A current messenger, a prayer pamphlet and some napha (blessed bread) from a recent
Divine Liturgy are taken to each person visited. A committee member can also make a home visit by personal request to
Father Rade.

The Sunday Messenger is compiled each week. Troparions, Kontakions and the histories of the Saints for that day are
included.

Our Church Activity for the next week is sent to the Weirton Daily Times newspaper for publication that Saturday.

Again, the purpose of this program is to try and touch the entire congregation with information, knowledge and skills that

will help raise awareness of the relationship between health and spiritual well being; to encourage each person toward the

understanding that health is a gift and that each person is responsible for being a good steward of the gift: to provide health
education, programs and support which can assist to make healthy lifestyle choices in all areas of each person's life.

What items do you need information on? What can the program help you with?
I'would like to take this time to give God Thanks and Praise Him for everything great and small.
