REFLECTIONS ON CHRISTIAN STEWARDSHIP

In First Corinthians 16:2, Paul writes, "Upon the first day of the week let everyone of you
lay by him in store, as God has prospered him." He wrote about this specific offering, "To help
God's people in Judea," several times in his Corinthian letters, pointing out the sacrifices and
commitment that accompanied the Christians' giving. He underscores their giving of themselves
and their material wealth to the Lord.

Paul had to deal with the same dynamics in the First Century that must be dealt with today,
and he has help for us. Many people are in constant tension over the necessity of equating
money earned in the secular world with what they feel is a 'higher' realm of their lives - their
Faith.

Stewardship has its best chances to flourish when it becomes a priority in our lives. Within
the context of our Lord's victory over death, there are things that Christians must be concerned
about, not the least of which is setting aside and giving systematically a proportion of what is
earned and received on a regular basis. In addition, we should also give "as the spirit moves us,"
over and beyond our 'measured’ and self-imposed limit. In this way, we share, as part of the
body of Christ, with others in a creating, giving and receiving process. '

What cause can possibly be more worthy than serving God and fulfilling His mission? Can
there be a greater need than the church and the work of Our Lord? Although many of our
faithful share in the joy of beautiful edifices, advanced programs for their children, and
educational and philanthropic services; few are willing to voluntarily contribute toward these
causes. Many of us take these services offered by the Church for granted and tend to allow
others to carry the burden.

Our church can no longer wait for a selected few to come forward and set an example. Our
needs are many ... our resources are limited!

A Stewardship Program is a means by which everyone can belong, as long as an honest
share is offered. Your commitment is a matter of establishing your Church as a priority in your
life and contributing your Fair Share, in terms of your time, abilities and resources.

As Christians who are concerned with the Church of today and tomorrow, we must
become Stewards in every sense of the word. We must willingly give of our time, abilities,
services and resources to see that the work of our Lord is done. Stewardship is serious
business; and we must take the work of the Church seriously, in order to promote its
growth and development.

We ask that, in viewing your role as a Christian Steward, you reflect upon your Church, not
as mortar and bricks, but, rather, a meeting place for the faithful to gather together and drink
from the cup of Life.

Christ said,..."Whoever drinks from the water that I shall give him will never thirst; the
water that I shall give him will become in him a spring of water welling up to eternal
life."(St. John 4:14)

Through actively participating in a Stewardship Program in your local parish, we believe we
will all be provided with such a spring of water. It will enable the thousands of faithful, who are
part of our beloved Church family not only here, but in every time and place, to experience the
Joy of Jesus Christ and the promised blessings. :

Holy Resurrection Church Scholarships Ai}ailable

Holy Resurrection Church is pleased to offer scholarship assistance to student members who are pursu-
ing furthér education following high school. Apphcatlons must be completed and returned to the Schol-
arship Committee care of Holy Resurrection Church no later than August 15. Awards will be presented
to successful applicants at the Church Slava celebration on Sunday, September 28. Application forms
and complete information will be available from the Church Office beginning July 1.

Scholarship Application Requirements
1. Applicant must be a communicant of the Orthodox Christian Church.
2. Applicant must be an active member of Holy Resurrection Serbian Eastern Orthodox Church, Steu-
benville, Ohio, including participation in worship and the sacraments.
3. Applicant must be of good moral character.
4. Applicant must be a high school graduate or its equivalent.
5. Applicant must complete and return the application, providing all information requested, including a
letter of acceptance to an accredited college/university, business school, or trade school by August 15.
6. Applicant need not be a first-year student and may renew application annually. No applicant may re-
ceive more than four (4) scholarship awards.
7. By submitting his or her application, Applicant agrees that he or she will accept all decisions of the
Scholarship Governing Committee as final.
8. Successful applicants will be required to participate in the awards ceremony, which will be held dur-
ing the Church Slava, distance permitting.

Selection Criteria
Award selection will be based on the following criteria:
1. Academic achievement (GPA, SAT/ACT scores, and transcript).
2. Three (3) letters of recommendation by teachers, employers, or other non-related persons with knowl-
edge of the applicant, submitted with the application. :
3. An application essay.
4. Activities and service at Holy Resurrection Church.
5. Activities and service or employment at school and in the community-at-large.

Award Procedures and Conditions
1. Selection of the award recipient(s) will be made by the Scholarship Governing Committee of the Holy
Resurrection Church.
2. If all required items for the application are not submitted, the application will not be considered.
3. The amount of each scholarship will be up to one thousand dollars ($1,000), subject to adjustment by
the Scholarship Governing Committee as it may deem necessary and to the availability of funds. ,
4. Award(s) will be announced in the Church Herald and by mail to the successful applicant(s) and will
be formalized at the annual Church Slava.
5. The recipient agrees by accepting the award that, should studies not be completed for the year of the
award, the recipient will reimburse the Scholarship Fund for the full amount of the award.
6. The Scholarship Governing Committee reserves the right to validate any and all information provided
by the applicant.
7. The Scholarship Governing Committee reserves the right to amend or delete selection criteria as they
see fit, including, but not limited to, the right to reject appllcatlons submitted, extend the application pe-
riod, or suspend/terminate the program,
