From Father Rade:

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

After the weeks of preparation for the Great
Fast which began in February, and then after
the six weeks of the Fast "which brings profit
to our souls,"” we are about to begin the work
for which we have been getting ready. We have
been in training, as athletes, for our partici-
pation in the great contest between God and
Satan, between Good and Evil, between Life
and Death.

This is what Holy Week and our Lord's Pas-
sion is all about: God's infinite self-giving
Love challenges the devil's self-centered ha-
tred for God, for Life, for us, and for all
things good. Our Maker and Fashioner comes
to reclaim His beautiful creation from evil's
vandalism. He comes to give His Life not only
for, but to, those who were held captive by sin
and death.

‘God's answer to Satan's delusion is the Light
and Truth He sends us in His Son. He dispels
the darkness of sin and falsehood and ignor-
ance by the dazzling Light of His Love.And
this Light shines forth from Christ's Life-
bearing tomb as He triumphs over sin and
death by taking it all upon Himself and defeats
it by His awesome power, the power of perfect
Love.

The coming Holy Week with its powerfully

" moving and uplifing services makes Christ's
.victory present for us. It brings Christ's work
k- into our lives and touches us as nothing else
‘can. But for us to really experience it, we need

to experience it all. We need to cry Hosanna
with the crowds as He enters Jerusalem, taste
of His Heavenly Banquet and witness His be-
trayal, trial and crucifixion on Holy Thursday,
go through the darkness of the Tomb on Holy
Friday, and see that Tomb become a life-
giving fountain on Holy Saturday. Only then
will we understand the unspeakable joy as we
see Christ's radiant Light shine forth to illu-
mine the night and dispel all darkness on our
Lord's Pascha :

Don't miss out this year. Come, taste and
see what it all means! Come to understand the
life changing truth of that most joyous and
powerful message we shout out to one another
in faith and love as the dark night is filled
with the dazzling light of the resurrection:

Christ is Risen!




Commemoration of The Great and Holy Feast of Pascha

On the Great and Holy Feast of Pascha, Orthodox Christians celebrate the life-giving Resurrection of
our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ. This feast of feasts is the most significant day in the life of the
Church. It is a celebration of the defeat of death, as neither death itself nor the power of the grave could
hold our Savior captive. In this victory that came through the Cross, Christ broke the bondage of sin,
and through faith offers us restoration, transformation, and eternal life.

Holy Week comes to an end at sunset of Great and Holy
Saturday, as the Church prepares to celebrate her most an-
cient and preeminent festival, Pascha, the feast of feasts.
The time of preparation will give way to a time of fulfill-
ment. The glorious and respendent light emanating from the
empty Tomb will dispel the darkness. Christ, risen from the
dead, cracks the fortress of death and takes “captivity cap-
tive" (Psalm 67:19). All the limitations of our createdness
are torn asunder. Death is swallowed up in victory and life
is liberated. "For as by a man came death, by a man came
also the resurrection of the dead. For as in Adam all die, so
also in Christ shall all be made alive" (I Corinthians 15:21-
22). Pascha is the dawn of the new and unending day. The
Resurrection constitutes the most radical and decisive deliv-
erance of humankind.

The Resurrection of Jesus Christ is the fundamental truth
and absolute fact of the Christian faith. It is the central ex-
perience and essential kerygma of the Church. It confirms
the authenticity of Christ's remarkable earthly life and vin-
dicates the truth of His teaching. It seals all His redemptive
work: His life, the model of a holy life; His compelling and
unique teaching; His extraordinary works; and His awe-
some, life-creating death. Christ's Resurrection is the guar-
antee of our salvation. Together with His Ascension it
brings to perfection God's union with us for all eternity.

The Resurrection made possible the miracle of the Church, which in every age and generation proclaims and af-
firms "God's plan for the universe, the ultimate divinization of man and the created order." The profound experi-
ence of and the unshakable belief in the risen Lord enabled the Apostles to evangelize the world and empowered
the Church to overcome paganism. The Resurrection discloses the indestructible power and inscrutable wisdom of
God. It disposes of the illusory myths and belief systems by which people, bereft of divine knowledge, strain to
affirm the meaning and purpose of their existence. Christ, risen and glorified, releases humanity from the delusions
of idolatry. In Him grave-bound humanity discovers and is filled with incomparable hope. The Resurrection be-
stows illumination, energizes souls, brings forgiveness, transfigures lives, creates saints, and gives joy.

The Resurrection has not yet abolished the reality of death. But it has revealed its powerlessness (Hebrews 2:14-
15). We continue to die as a result of the Fall. Our bodies decay and fall away. "God allows death to exist but turns
it against corruption and its cause, sin, and sets a boundary both to corruption and sin." Thus, physical death does

not destroy our life of communion with God. Rather, we move from death to life—from this fallen world to God's
reign.




Peter’s preaching so affected his listeners that quite a multitude came to believe
on Jesus Christ. They began to ask Peter and the other Apostles, “Men and breth-
ren, what shall we do?” Peter answered, “Repent, and be baptized every one of
you in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins, and you shall receive the
gift of the Holy Spirit.” (Acts 2:38) Those who believed on Christ eagerly received
Holy Baptism; that day, their number was about three thousand. In this manner,
the Holy Church of Christ began to become established on earth. It is for this rea-
son that Pentecost is also called the “Birthday of the Church”. This could only hap-
pen through the action of God in the apostles—the Holy Spirit inspiring them and
working in them, guiding them into all the Truth and allowing them to proclaim the
Gospel with great power, to the glory of God. ‘

Preceding the Feast of the Holy Trinity is a special commemoration of the de-
parted - Holy Trinity Ancestral Saturday (June 6 this year). It is our custom to
visit the graves of our departed loved ones and have them blessed on this day, to
proclaim once again our faith in the power of Christ’s resurrection for us.

Thus, three Feast Days - Holy Trinity Ancestral Saturday, the Feast of the Holy
Trinity, and the Day of the Holy Spirit (the Monday following Pentecost) are days
of intensified prayer both for the living and the dead, days of commemoration and
salvation for all of us. That is why it is so important on those days to be together
with our children, our entire families, in the Church of God, so that we might be
one in prayer and in the sure hope of acquiring true treasure, the grace of the Holy
Spirit, that was given first to the Apostles, and then to all of us Orthodox people.
According to St. John Chrysostom, the Holy Spirit comes to us during prayer.
Prayer is a means always available to us, but it is especially important to put it to
use on Feast Days.

Following the Divine Liturgy on Pentecost Sunday, we celebrate the Vespers of
Pentecost, with the beautiful prayers for the Church, for the departed, and for the
whole world. These are called the “Kneeling Prayers” because this is the first time
after Pascha that we kneel in prayer.

On Trinity Sunday, it is customary to decorate churches and homes with tree
branches, grass and flowers. That is how the Old Testament Church celebrated
Pentecost, and in all probability, it was how the upper room on Mt. Zion was deco-
rated on that blessed day. The custom may also have been influenced by the ap-

pearance, in the form of three strangers, of God to Abraham at the Oak of Mamre,
the site of the patriarch’s tent. .

The New Testament Church retained that custom, but gave it a new meaning:
Now the young greenery and flowers symbolize not only the bringing to God of the
first fruits of the renewing Spring season, but also the Church of Christ itself, the
Church which had, as it says in the liturgical chant, blossomed like a flower; like-
wise, it symbolizes people’s renewal by the Holy Spirit.




THE FEAST OF PENTECOST

On June 7, the Orthodox Church will commemo-
rate a great event in human history - the descent
of the Holy Spirit upon the Apostles, an event the!
Church celebrates on the day of the Holy Trinity
(Pentecost). '

The tenth day following the Ascension of our Lord .
Jesus Christ was the fiftieth day following Christ’s
Resurrection. Following the Lord’s direct instruction, |
all of the Apostles, the Mother of God, other disci- |
ples of Christ, and other faithful were together, o
one accord, in Jerusalem. It was the third hour o
the day - in our terms, 9:00 AM. Suddenly ther
was a sound from the Heavens, like unto a might
rushing wind, filling the entire house in whic :
Christ’s disciples were. Then, tongues of fire ap-
peared and came to rest upon, i.e. as it were be-
Ccame established upon, each of them, a single tongue of fire upon each. This is
the manner in which that great event is depicted upon icons of the Feast of the
Holy Trinity - the assembled Apostles and the Mother of God, their eyes gazing up
to Heaven, and symbols of the Divine Fire above their heads.

All of those assembled in the Upper Room in Jerusalem were filled with the Holy
Spirit and began to praise God in various tongues hitherto unknown to them.
Thus, as promised by the Savior, the Holy Spirit descended upon the Apostles, in
the form of tongues of fire, in token of the fact that the Holy Spirit had given the
Apostles the ability and power to preach Christ’s teachings to all nations. It de-
scended in the form of fire in token of the fact that it had the power to burn up
sins and to cleanse, to sanctify, and to comfort and inspire the soul.

On the occasion of the Pentecost, there were at that time many people in Jeru-
salem who had come from various foreign countries; of course they were conver-
sant in the languages of those countries. Hearing the noise, an enormous crowd
gathered near the house in which Christ’s disciples were. Everyone in the crowd
was astounded and asked one another, “...are not all these which speak Galileans?
And how hear we every man in  our own tongue, wherein we were born? How do

we “... hear them speak in our tongues the wonderful works of God?” Many of
them suggested that the disciples were drunk.

Then the Apostle Peter, standing up with the eleven disciples, said that they
were not intoxicated, but that, as prophesied by the Prophet Joel, the Holy Spirit
had descended upon them, and that Jesus Christ, Whom the Jews had crucified,
had risen from the dead, ascended into Heaven, and poured out the Holy Spirit
upon them. Concluding his homily on Jesus Christ, the Apostle Peter said, “Let all

the house of Israel know assuredly, that God has made that same Jesus, whom
you have crucified, both Lord and Christ.” (Acts 2: 36)"
